
This guide sets out a brief summary of the independent judicial process where a Notice of Major 
Offense has been issued. There are a number of decisions you need to take, summarised in the 
blue boxes below, and actions required which are in the yellow boxes. There are deadlines 
applicable to these decisions and you must respond within 10 business days, which is set 
out in the accompanying letter and the TACP.

We strongly recommend you urgently seek legal advice. You or your advisers should also refer to 
the accompanying letter and the TACP which take precedence to this summary document. Please 
take note of Section F.3 of the TACP which sets out the process by which you may be Provisionally 
Suspended while awaiting your hearing.

tennis and a $250,000 fine (see paragraph B of the accompanying letter).

Appeal. Both you and the ITIA may appeal the AHO’s decision
to the Court of Arbitration for Sport in Switzerland.

TACP - Tennis Anti-Corruption Program.The rules governing betting and corruption in professional tennis.
